Determination of Sulphur Staining — Sodium Sulphide Method
The sample was tested in accordance with Method 22A of BS 3424: Part 19: 1989. This Part of BS 3424 describes a
method for assessing the resistance of coated fabrics to discolouration by sulphur or its compounds.

A test specimen of coated fabric is immersed in acidified sodium sulphide solution for a duration of 30 minutes. The
colour of the test specimen is compared with the original material immediately after removal from the test solution and
again after 24 hours. Any change in colour is reported as a subjective assessment of colour change as well as a grey scale
rating.
